But the team will be 
exposed to both the difficulties and joys of tribal life and the 
best strategies for learning a tribal language and culture, 
doing Bible translation and seeing what it’s like to live in 
such a remote village location.  
 

We are very much enjoying being back in our 
home church. Although we are often away 
taking meetings, it has been good to help out 
with some of the activities especially the 
Christmas outreach when many folks came in 
to hear the truth about Christmas in a relaxed, 
informal way. Dan also tried out a new white 
beard instead of his usual stubble! (if you don’t 
know what we mean – see pic above). Dan is 
also hoping to be involved in prison ministry 
and has started a course which will allow him 
to do just that.
